30, 40, 50 and 60 the surrender values are S$74,430, S$98,763, S$127,442, and S$165,688 respectively. Whereas for Scenario 2, 
at 3.00% per annum illustrated investment rate of return, Ellie’s family will receive an accidental death payout of S$205,090, and 
total benefits received from the policy is S$249,170.30.
